will be prominently displayed.

Booth
competition can be tough between the 4H, Vocational Education, Youth Groups and
Adult Community & Civic, Nonprofit organizations. You won’t want to miss the
Cook-offs and the tasting of the winning items. The Sanford Lions Club

concession stand with cold beverages, fresh popcorn, peanuts, fruit and deep-fried
items can be purchased in the Ag. Exhibit Hall.

ANTIQUE FARM EQUIPMENT AND DEMONSTRATIONS

The Central Carolina Antique Power & Equipment Club (C-CAPE) will hold an
Antique Farm Machinery Display and Demonstrations at the Lee Regional Fair.
Antique farm machinery dating back to the early part of this century will be on
display and in operation. The displays include: tractors from 1920s through 1960s;

COOKING LOCAL WITH NC COOPERATIVE EXTENSION

Cooking local foods can be simple, delicious, and nutritious. Market Menu was
released in April of 2022 in partnership with the Sanford Farmers' Market to
inspire shoppers to taste local by shopping local. The recipes are released on a
weekly basis curated from the produce that is available from the vendors that week.
Ashley Szilvay, Family and Consumer Sciences Agent with NC Cooperative
Extension-Lee County Center, will offer recipe demonstrations and prepared
samples along with additional resources on how cooking local foods can be made
simple. Stop by the commercial hall to learn more about this program and sample a
fall-inspired Market Menu Recipe.

DRONE EXHIBITION AND RACES

Members from the Fayetteville Multirotor Racing and Raleigh Rotor Racers will
conduct a MultiGP drone race and demonstration (as seen on NBC) using first-
person view (FPV) radio-controlled drones.

A competition course of gates and flags will be set up for races during the day and
night. Drones will race no higher than 6-10 feet off the ground. Come watch the
early practice from 5-7 then heated racing with crashes, narrow victories, and
excitement from 7:30-9:00!

Information about the flag (i.e. where it flew, how long, any memorable events
which happen at that site, etc.) can be attached to the flag and will be used in the
ceremony. Troop members will prepare the flags for retirement and will maintain a
vigil over the fire until all traces of the flag remnants are destroyed.

TOBACCO LOOPING CONTEST

Looping was once considered an art...the string had to be tight enough to hold the
tobacco onto the sticks while it was curing and not so tight as to cut the leaves so
they would fall off during curing. Tobacco is looped on tobacco sticks, and then
hung in the barn to cure. Once the barn was loaded, a wood fire would cure the
tobacco for about a week.

Adult and Youth Tobacco Looping Competitions have three-person teams
competing to see who can string a stick of tobacco the fastest and the best.

This event take place on Wednesday,
September 14.

TOBACCO TYING CONTEST

Tobacco has cured all week in the tobacco barn located on the Fairgrounds. Now it's
time to get it ready for the "auction'. Cured tobacco leaves are group together,
wrapped with another cured leaf, producing a ""hand" of tobacco.

The tobacco tying contest will be held at the tobacco barn on Sunday, September
18.

During the event, long time tobacco farmers and pickers will demonstrate and invite
participants to learn how to "tie tobacco" into hands.

The Tobacco Tying Contest is hosted by Central Carolina Antique Power &
Equipment Club (C-Cape).

This year’s Fair theme is “This is YOUR Fair”.

Educational exhibits are unmanned and should promote economic, social, physical
and recreational growth and development of the rural and urban communities.

Educational booths are available for youth, adult community, civic and non-profit
organizations.

Booths must be reserved through North Carolina Cooperative Extension, 2420
Tramway Road, Sanford by contacting 919-775-5624.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

Booths MUST have an educational message and not focus on promoting the
organization.

Booths are not manned and the selling of raffle tickets or other items is prohibited.

Booth set-up is Thursday and Friday, prior to Fair Week from 1-6 pm. No weekend
setup.

Judging will take place Monday prior to opening day.

Booths have concrete floors, wooden side partitions and a wooden back wall panel.
All booths are 6 feet wide and 8 feet deep and the wooden back panels are 8 feet tall.
Any sidewalls constructed by exhibitors cannot exceed 5 feet in height.

120V AC outlets are located at random intervals on the back wall approximately 19
inches from the floor. A few booths will not have an outlet within the booth itself but
will share an outlet with an adjoining booth. This adjoining outlet will be within
1foot of the partition and may be reached by running an extension cord under the
partition.

Displays may not extend over the side partitions or into the aisle.
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and double-ided tape will not hold all eek), 1/4-inch staples, r small brads. 0
large nails or screws are permitted and nothing should be attached to the ceiling
without first contacting the Exhibit Hall Manager.

The exhibitor must provide all tools, supplies, tables, chairs, stepladders or other
equipment needed to construct the booth.

Prior to setting up the booth groups must check-in with the Exhibit Hall Manager.
Booths must remain intact and in place for the duration of the Fair.

Booth teardown and removal of all materials/debris from the premises must be
completed on Tuesday and Wednesday, 3:00pm - 7:00pm immediately following the
Fair.

All tape, staples, other fasteners, etc. must be removed from the partitions and back
wall. Non-removal of these items may forfeit future participation and/or prize
premium.

Exhibit Hall Manager will inspect the booth and issue premium when teardown is
completed and debris removed.

Nonprofit booths must be educational and not promote the organization.

Best in Show in Educational Booths ribbon and $50 premium will be awarded to the
educational booth with the highest combined total points.

All youth, adult community, civic and non-profit organizations exhibits not placing
will receive $25.

Contest. All contestants entering will compete against one another. There will be age
divisions for the Mayor’s Choice Cookie Bake-Off.

All recipes must be made from scratch... pre-packaged mixes will not be awarded
premiumes.

Only one entry per participant per event.
No team entries.

Exhibitor must be present to win.
If any rules are not followed, points will be deducted from judges’ final tally.
Registration for all cooking contests are at the Agricultural Exhibit Hall.

Competition Areas:

Cookie Bake-Off open to youth in grades 3-12. Judged on appearance,
texture, and flavor. This year’s cookie will be replaced with Decorated Iced
Cup Cakes. Five cupcakes should be arranged on a serving platter.

Cakes and Pies will be judged on appearance, texture, taste and

recipe difficulty. This year’s cake will be a Novelty Pan or Free Form
Decorated Cake. And the Pie will be a Blueberry Pie with top and bottom
crust.
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Vegetable Soup will replace the chili cook-off this year. No meat products, but
broth stock can be used. Soup will be judged on appearance, texture and taste.

Temperature of soup at judging must read 140° F. Crock-pots are the
preferred container. No garnishes or condiments allowed.

Entering the Cook-Off Contests
All entries must be registered and in place prior to the judging.

Entries can only be received on specified day and time listed in Daily Schedule of

Recipes
Recipes are to be submitted with each entry and will become the property of the

sponsors and may be used for the purpose of publicity, advertising, publishing,
promotion, etc.

10 points deducted if recipe is not submitted and 5 points deducted if rules are not
followed. Points are deducted from the judging tally sheet.

Complete recipe for all events MUST be typed or clearly printed on an 82 X 11-inch
sheet of white paper. List all ingredients, exact measurements, all preparation steps
and number of servings.

Any recipe with raw eggs in the finished product will be disqualified. Recipe must
be brought with entry on day of contest.

Type or write name, address, email and telephone number on the reverse side of
recipe in the upper right corner. Do not write exhibitor’s information on the front of
the recipe. If recipe is incomplete, entry will be not place.
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Judging
Community and regional judges will be used for each Cook-Off event. Judge’s

decision is final.
Garnishes are permitted for baked items only. Appearance is a factor in judging.

Entries must be brought in appropriate containers.

Only judges and competition organizers are allowed in judging area.

Prize money and certificates will be given out immediately following the contest.

Pictures of the winners will be taken immediately following the contest and will be
used to promote the Cook-Offs.

NEEDLEPOINT

Needlepoint is a form of counted thread embroidery in which yarn is stitched
through a stiff open weave canvas. Most needlepoint designs completely cover the
canvas.

Although needlepoint may be worked in a variety of stitches, many needlepoint
designs use only a simple tent stitch and rely upon color changes in the yarn to
construct the pattern.
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The degree of detail in needlepoint depends on the thread count of the underlying
mesh fabric. Needlepoint worked on fine canvas is known as petit point. Due to the
inherent stiffness of needlepoint, common uses include eyeglass cases, holiday
ornaments, pillows, purses, upholstery, and wall hangings

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HOMEMADE SOAP

Cold Process Soap
Cold process soap making is the method most often used by soap makers who make

soap from scratch. It's called "cold" process because no additional heat is added
during the soap making process, however the process itself does generate heat.

Soaps produced via the cold process method are opaque and usually have a creamy
feel to the bar. Without any additives that change the color, the soap ranges from
white-white to creamy-tan, depending on the oils used in making the soap.

Cold process soaps will continue to get harder as they age because additional water
evaporates out of the soap.

Hot Process Soap
Hot process soap making, uses additional heat in the soap making process. The

chemical reaction is the same but occurs faster than in cold process soap making.

Because of the additional heat, the finished soap bar tends to feel smoother to the
touch. The hardness of the bar again depends on the selection of oils, amount of
water used in the process and length of time allowed for water to evaporate out of
the finished bar.

Hot process soap is opaque and ranges from white-white to creamy-tan depending
on the oils used, although clear soaps can be produced.

	Judging will take place Monday prior to opening day.
